Ways to Support Fluency at Home
1.  Student-Adult Reading:  Reading one-on-one with an adult, who provides a model of fluent reading, helps with word recognition, and provides feedback.

2.  Choral Reading:  Reading aloud simultaneously with others.

3.  Tape-Assisted Reading:  Reading aloud simultaneously or as an echo with an audio-taped model.

4.  Partner Reading:  Reading aloud with a more fluent partner who provides a model of fluent reading, helps with word recognition and provides feedback.

5.  Readers’ Theater:  The rehearsing and performing before an audience of a dialogue-rich script derived from a book or poem.

6.  Slide a Card Underneath text to discourage finger pointing and word-by-word reading.

7.  Echo Reading:  A form of modeling oral reading where the adult reads a line of a story or poem and the student echoes by reading the same line, imitating the intonation and phrasing.

8.  Easy Reading:  Having students read and reread an abundance of text that a child can read independently.

9.  Modeled Reading:  An adult reads aloud to a student to model phrasing and reading with expression.  This allows students to hear how good reading sounds.

10.  Phrase Cards:  These are sight words that are imbedded within a short phrase to help build automaticity of frequently encountered words.
